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Greetings from 
Reverend Hicks, 

When Jesus Christ lived on this Earth in a Body of Flesh, He used His Father's Will of Redemption, Will of 
Revelation, and Will of Satisfaction. It is God's Will to satisfy our heart, but we cannot know the Satisfying por­
tion of God's Will until after we have experienced His Will of Redemption and His Will of Revelation. Then, and 
only then, are we allowed to enter into the thrill of His Will of Satisfaction, which includes Mercy, Rest, Keys, and 
Reward. In this issue of "Christ for Youth," we shall study the first of the Keys in the Father's Will of Satisfaction.

Keys, in the Word of God, sym­
bolize Knowledge. Just as a natu­
ral key will unlock a closed door, 
so will Knowledge unlock that 
which is closed and inaccessible in 
the spiritual realm. 

God's Word reveals a Stature 
of Truth about the Keys of 
Knowledge that were committed 
first to the Apostle Peter. 

After Peter made the true con­
fession, "Thou art the Christ, the 
Son of the living God," Jesus said: 

...Blessed art thou, Simon Bar-
jona: for flesh and blood hath not 
revealed it unto thee, but my 
Father which is in heaven. And I 
say also unto thee, That thou art 

Peter, and upon this rock I will 
build my church; and the gates of 
hell shall not prevail against it. 
And I will give unto thee the keys 
of the kingdom of heaven: and 
whatsoever thou shalt bind on 
earth shall be bound in heaven: 
and whatsoever thou shalt loose on 
earth shall be loosed in heaven 
(Matthew 16:17-19). 

When Jesus said, "I will," His 
action did not come from His own 
human will, but from God's Divine 
Will that was within Him. In the 
Book of John, our LORD plainly 
declared: "I can of mine own self 
do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and 
my judgment is just; because I seek 
not mine own will, but the will of 
the Father which hath sent me" 
(John 5:30). Thus, it was out of 

God's Will of Satisfaction that 
Jesus promised Peter these Keys of 
Satisfying Knowledge.

The Apostle Peter faithfully 
put all four of these Keys of 
Knowledge to use. 
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I. Key of the Foundation

The first Key of Knowledge
Peter received was the Key of the 
Foundation, which pertains to the 
Blood, Fire, and Water found in 
the Courtyard or the Foot-realm of 
the Stature of Jesus Christ. 

Then Peter said unto them, 
Repent, and be baptized every one 
of you in the name of Jesus Christ 
for the remission of sins, and ye 
shall receive the gift of the Holy 
Ghost (Acts 2:38). 

Before His Crucifixion, Jesus 
Christ rebuked the Pharisees who, 
while they, too, possessed the Keys 
of Knowledge of the Truth, had 
failed to enter into the Kingdom 
for themselves, and they had with­
held the Truth from others, lest 
they enter in and be saved. 

In his first message on the Day 
of Pentecost, Peter presented the 
Key of the Foundation of all spiri­
tual growth and building: 
Repentance, Water Baptism, and 
the Gift of the Holy Ghost. 

The Key of the Foundation is 
one Key. However, because it is a 
spiritual Key rather than a natural 
one, it can and does have three 
sides, all of which must be in their 
proper place in order for the 
Foundation of our spiritual build­
ing to be complete. 

A. Repent

"Then Peter said unto them, 
Repent... ." People repent by 
coming to the Blood of Jesus 
Christ, accepting it as God's 
Eternal Propitiation for sin, and 

applying it, by faith, for the forgive­
ness of their sins. This is Salvation. 

The same Principle was in 
operation in the Old Testament 
Tabernacle. The first thing a 
repentant sinner encountered 
when he entered the door of the 
Mosaic Tabernacle was the Brazen 
Altar where the blood sacrifices 
were offered for sin. Blood had to 
be shed for sin, for "...without 
shedding of blood is no remission" 
(Hebrews 9:22). 

B. Water Baptism

The second thing Peter told the 
people to do on the Day of Pentecost 
was to "...be baptized every one of 
you in the name of Jesus Christ for 
the remission of sins,..." 

The second piece of furniture 
in the Courtyard of the Old 
Testament Tabernacle was the 
Laver, which was filled with Water 
out of the Rock. God's Word 
plainly declares that the Rock that 
followed Israel in her wilderness 
journey was Christ 

And did all drink the same spiri­
tual drink: for they drank of that 
spiritual Rock that followed 
them: and that Rock was Christ 
(II Corinthians 10:4). 

Christ's Waters of Truth are 
found in His Holy Word. As you 
read Christ's Living Words, the 
Waters of Truth flow out and wash 
your soul of its ignorance and error. 

C. Gift of the Holy Ghost

On the Day of Pentecost, Peter 
used the Key of the Foundation to 

tell the people about the Gift of 
the Holy Ghost. 

"...and ye shall receive the gift 
of the Holy Ghost." In the Old 
Testament, when the sacrificial 
offering was in place on the 
Brazen Altar, according to God's 
Master Plan and Purposive Will, 
supernatural Fire fell upon the sac­
rifice to consume it and change it 
into a sweet smelling fragrance 
that ascended into the nostrils of 
the LORD. This Fire was a type of 
the Holy Ghost Fire that Peter 
spoke. 

The pattern is the same wher­
ever we look in God's Word. The 
blood, Fire, and Water in the outer 
Court of the Tabernacle formed the 
foundation of the entire Tabernacle. 
And in the New Testament, Peter 
declared the Truth of the 
Foundation, which is repentance 
through the Blood of Jesus Christ, 
Water Baptism in the Name of the 
LORD Jesus Christ, and the Gift of 
the Holy Ghost and Fire. 

To Peter was given the Key of 
the Foundation, and on the Day of 
Pentecost, when he first used this 
Key to preach Blood, Fire, and 
Water, some three thousand souls 
were added to the Church in a 
single day. 

Young people, if you desire to 
grow spiritually, you must learn to 
use this spiritual Key of the 
Foundation in your own personal 
life. In every situation, there is 
something for you to repent about 
so you can receive a new portion 
of the Blood of Jesus Christ upon 
your soul. And there are some por­
tions of your fleshly nature that 
will be destroyed only as you 
plunge, by faith, into new depths 
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of the Waters of Christ's Name, 
Death, and Resurrection Life. 
Then, with a new portion of the 
Blood of Jesus Christ and a new 
portion of the Waters of His 
Name, Death, and Life, you will 
find a new measure of the Fire of 
the Holy Ghost burning on the 
altar of your heart. 

If you start using this first Key 
of Knowledge, the Key of the 
Foundation, then in the next issue 
of "Christ for Youth" you will be 
ready to learn about the other 
Keys of Knowledge Peter received 
from the LORD.
